Specie Captain - Red Siskin - news from Brian & Mike from the Smithsonian:
· The SCBI colony appears to be thriving and several nests have been constructed. Volunteers are documenting behavioral observations.  We are also investigating questions that we could not easily study in the wild, such as occurrence of potential extra pair paternity and egg dumping.  
· The genomics program is working to further improve the already high quality assembly, advancing to gene annotation, and soon will begin identification of variant loci that will allow highly detailed analysis and creation of excellent management tools.  
· We received a grant from NMNH to recover DNA from Red Siskin museum specimens that were collected across Venezuela in early 20th century from areas that are now devoid of siskins.  These will provide important information about historic genetic diversity.  
· We have three papers in production on habitat modeling and genetics, with others in the pipeline.  
· The SRCS received a grant from Mohammed bin Zayed to continue with field studies of seasonal movement patterns as well as education and training programs in south Guyana.  They have also been making progress on developing sustainable economic alternatives to reduce pressure from trapping on wildlife, such as the popular towa towathat is used for “racing" competitions. 
· SRCS also has a new president. Leroy Ignacio is an SRCS veteran who is very committed to strengthening community based conservation across the region.  
· Miguel Angel Arvelo will be in residence at SCBI as a RSI visiting scholar from mid-August until end of November during which time he will contribute to research and management of the RSI colony, help with several promising fundraising opportunities, build connections with the VE expat community, give talks across the SI and DC region about RSI and international conservation, and much more. We intend to keep him very busy!
· Titina Penzini is a new, well-connected supporter in VE who is helping raise awareness through press coverage and raise funds through fashion shows, parties, t shirts, and a special edition of chocolate bars labeled with RSI.  She will visit SI in DC in August to help develop a fundraising strategy for stable long term funding. 
· I believe I sent most of you this link to an article on RSI in the Atlantic Magazine
· There will be more exciting news in the coming weeks!   We’ll have a new project update in September
       We are moving ahead with nutrition research with help from the nutrition lab at NZP.  We are collecting dietary materials from a couple US breeders for nutritional analysis and we hope to do so in Australia and potentially Germany as well.  Are you available to talk next week about the possibility of involving Taronga zoo nutrition labs, which as you know is a partner with the Smithsonian and other institutions in the Conservation Centers for Species Survival (C2S2)?  Please let me know what days/times would be good for you to talk?
 
      We’re looking forward to dietary information and observations on mating/reproductive behaviors from Australian breeders and for an estimate of the total RS population
